which plantings remain and wat must be removed.

Watch out for Hogweed in the neighborhood!

The hogweed is a dangerous plant that can cause ugly blisters and
burns with UV light. This exotic plant now also occurs in our
district! So pay attention if you see these and remove the plant
carefully with root and all, and use gloves!

The ALV will be organised again at Poortdok this year and is
scheduled for 9 September 2021, starting at 19.30. The municipality
and Amvest are present for the latest state of affairs and the
dialogue café is also coming back. We hope to receive all paying
members on location this year and make it a fun and informative
evening.

Zuiderduin Summerparty on 3 July 2021

Together with a group of enthusiastic residents, the residents'
association organizes a child-friendly summer party on 3 July 2021.

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Initiative playgrounds

Currently, 69
people are registered in Port to be called in for CPR.

The municipality has sent a letter door to door about the announced
work in the Kreekbos. Further coordination takes place with the
residents on the edge of the Kreekbos area.

Het Beukenlaantje in the Kreekbos is being refurbished by the
municipality, so that pedestrians and cyclists towards the primaryschool

and kids daycare can use this during the construction work.
